
Natural and artificial beaches are edges which provide
people with recreational space and direct access to
water. The shallow gradients of beaches draw people
towards the water’s edge. Beaches are also gentle topo-
graphic and ‘textural’ gradients with subtle visual transi-
tions between land and water. Sandy beaches provide
important recreational places, particularly for children.
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
