1.8 CITY-WIDE ART PROGRAMS

One of the major initiatives is the laneway 
commissions program that temporarily 
transforms city lanes into contemporary art 
spaces and offers challenging opportunities 
for local artists to create their works around a 
specific location, taking the lane’s function, 
usage pattern and history into account. The 
installations are introduced at intervals and 
removed after a few months. This invites people 
to go and see places of the city otherwise 
rarely visited, and thus contributes to a greater 
awareness of the city’s often ‘hidden’ character.
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
