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Over-vertical and under-vertical enclosure

As previously suggested, if the height of enclosing vertical
planes appears too great in proportion to the width and
length of the ground plane, a space can be experienced
as claustrophobic and threatening. Equally, a lack of
vertical height in enclosure can also be intimidating and
exposing.
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
